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Coming to the end of October (and getting close to the end of the semester), I feel like God has this ministry in an interesting position.
We’re either on the brink of incredible revival or in a position of failure. And while this could be discouraging or scary or any other
number of words that are usually associated with failure, I have so much hope right now. God has been answering prayers in incredible
ways and giving us very specific vision for where he wants to take this ministry, and I am so excited to have the opportunity to follow his
will and see what he does here in El Salvador! These are some of the big things that God has put on our hearts to trust him for, and 1 hope
you will join me in praying for them:

» 176 student leaders by the end of the year. We currently have 20
students who are going to be challenged to lead community
groups (basically bible studies), but we are trusting God to raise s
up a new generation of students who are excited to share the -Hebrews 11:1
gospel on their campuses.

» We are working on developing many small community groups. Our goal is to create an environment where students can study the
bible together, as well as encourage each other in how to walk with God daily and live out the things they are learning.

»  All national staff members are in the process of raising financial support. Currently, the entire staff team is required to take time
off campus in order to focus on this process (for some people this is projected to take up to 6 months). T have seen so much of
God’s faithfulness in providing financially (through you!) and I am praying that this will be a quick process for the Salvadorian
staff team so that they can rejoin us on campus to continue in God’s work there.

»  Salvadorians affected by the storms last week. Due to the torrential rain, more than 20,000 people are currently in shelters, 38
people lost their lives, 18,000 homes were destroyed, 3,000 crops were destroyed, and many roads and bridges have also been
damaged. We are doing what we can to help by providing food and other needed items, but what this country really needs right
now is to see the Lord as their strength and refuge. We are praying that with this tragedy the hope we have in Christ will become
so much more apparent to people across the country.

Faith is being sure of what we hope for and

certain of what we do not see.

Student spotlight: Earlier this month, while hanging out with a group of guys on campus, my team had the opportunity to talk to Elias.
After waiting for all of his friends to leave, he asked us, “What do you tell people when you talk to them?” Coming from someone who
we’d never seen be serious before, let alone show interest in spiritual things, we didn’t know where to start. We began to share with him
and asked him questions about his life, his views on God, and his spiritual background. He shared about his belief in God but also
confessed that it was a struggle for him to follow God. As we listened to him, the fight was so evident on his face. He was hungry for
more of the Lord. He wanted to surrender his life fully to God, and listening to the way we spoke about the joy we had in the Lord, there
was longing in his eyes. But at the same time, he felt alone. He kept telling us how difficult it was to follow God and turn away from the
life that he has always known, especially when there was no one to support him in this. It broke my heart to see that struggle and to see
the hopelessness he feels in ever being able to change, but I am confident that God is working in his heart.

Since that first real meeting with Elias, our team has had many opportunities to spend time with him and encourage him, and I’m praying
that we will continue to be able to reflect Christ to him in a way that shows him how possible it is to live fully for the Lord. Please join
me in praying for Elias. He has dreams of doing big things in El Salvador. He wants to be someone who changes El Salvador. And when
he fully surrenders to the Lord, the things he does are going to be incredibly powerful and glorifying to God. I cannot wait to see that
happen!
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
